Learning Outside the Classroom

Classroom learning is a fundamental component 
of a college education, but it is not an end in 
itself. Consider the study of science as one 
example. Science in the classroom and even in 
the laboratory provides important background 
for a career, but it is not the same as science in 
the real world. This is why Gwynedd-Mercy 
College places strong importance on learning in 
the field, long before graduation. 

We are affiliated with more than 125 hospital 
and health care agencies in the Philadelphia, 
suburban and tri-state area to provide nursing 
and allied health students with clinical education 

and experience. 

We have many established 
relationships with world-
class businesses in the region 
representing the life science 
industry and a wide range of 
corporate and entrepreneurial 
ventures. 

Our education majors get 
practical classroom experience 
in school districts throughout 
the region. Many begin in the 
classroom their first semester. 
On campus, a limited number 

of students teach and assist at the Hobbit House 
preschool for children ages 3 to 5. 

This emphasis on learning outside the classroom 
has a significant outcome. At graduation, most 
Gwynedd-Mercy College students are either 
employed or enrolled to pursue graduate studies.

Learning Technology

New technology-driven aids to learning are 
adopted continually at Gwynedd-Mercy College. 
There are SMART classrooms, dedicated 
computer labs and wireless zones. Research 
databases are available on campus or remotely 
24/7 via secure network access. All residence 
halls have high-speed networks. Student services, 
like financial aid and career services, are also 
accessible online. 

GMC uses Blackboard, a course management 
system, that allows professors to post lecture 
notes, course materials, articles and reading 
assignments, online discussions, tests and quizzes 
for student access anytime, anyplace. You can 

communicate and exchange 
lessons and ideas with your 
peers, your instructors and 
with experts from around the 
world using Blackboard’s virtual 
classroom features and threaded 
discussions.

Technology is at work 
keeping our community 
safe and informed.

Consistent with our Mercy values, we endeavor 
to keep the cost of a Gwynedd-Mercy College 
education affordable. In addition to very 
competitive tuition, the college also awards 
financial aid totaling more than $26 million 
every year. This aid includes state and federal loan 
programs, plus institutional aid that is available 
only to students at Gwynedd-Mercy College. 

A typical aid package incorporates a grant, loan 
and work-study. Awards are based on academic 
merit, financial need, or both. Approximately  
91 percent of students receive some form of 
financial aid.

Now for the important part: Financial aid 
is a limited resource, so apply early! Begin by 
completing the Free Application for Federal 
Student Aid (FAFSA). Talk to a financial aid 
counselor at Gwynedd-Mercy College for 
help finding other sources of aid. There may be 
scholarships available from businesses, clubs and 
community organizations, or your church.

Applying for admission to Gwynedd-Mercy 
College is fast and easy.

We use 
a rolling admissions calendar so you should have 
an admissions decision within three weeks of 
submitting a complete application. 

Freshmen Students
GMC welcomes freshmen students with an SAT 
range of 850 to 1100 (combined critical reading 
and math). Scholarships are available from $5,000 
to full-scholarship per year for full-time students.

Transfer Students
Gwynedd-Mercy College welcomes students 
transferring from accredited two- and four-year 
colleges and we have made the transfer process 
smooth. You can apply for a transfer scholarship, 
which ranges from $5,000 to $8,500 per year for 
full-time students.

Gwynedd-Mercy College has articulation 
agreements with Community College of 
Philadelphia, Montgomery County Community 
College, Bucks County Community College, 
Delaware County Community College  
and Manor College that make the transfer 
process simple. 

Dual Admissions
Gwynedd-Mercy College has dual admissions 
agreements with Bucks County Community 
College, Delaware County Community College, 
Montgomery County Community College 
and Manor College. Dual admissions entitle a 
student from these colleges, who graduates with 
an associates degree (minimum 2.0 grade point 
average) to enroll at Gwynedd-Mercy College.

Dual Enrollment
Gwynedd-Mercy College offers high school 
students an opportunity to receive both college and 
high school credit by completing courses approved 
by GMC’s School of Business and Computer 
Information Sciences. The courses are taught at 
the high school and follow the same syllabi and 
textbooks used at GMC. Students are assessed 
according to the College’s standards. Tuition for 
these courses is offered at a reduced rate.
