REGISTRATION FORMS will be accepted at the Campbell Solution Center.  Forms must be delivered, in person, to the Campbell Solution Center for processing before the following start dates:  
August 23 for Accelerated I courses;

August 30 for regular Fall courses. 
A tuition bill will be mailed to your home, payable upon receipt.  Graduate students must contact the School of Education or Nursing directly to register for graduate classes.

· Former students contact your advisor or the Dean of your school to schedule an appointment for advising and to complete your course registration form.

STUDENTS WITH STOPS ON THEIR ACCOUNTS – BILLING, HOUSING, LIBRARY, PARKING, FINANCIAL AID – WILL NOT BE ABLE TO REGISTER FOR ANY CLASSES, ONLINE OR IN-PERSON, UNTIL THE STOP HAS BEEN REMOVED BY THE APPROPRIATE OFFICE.

Students enrolled in Graduate Education Cohort Courses Off-Campus or at the Center for Lifelong Learning, register directly with their program representative.
The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 [FERPA] is intended to protect the privacy of a student’s educational records, to establish the rights of students to inspect and review their education records, and to provide guidelines for the correction of inaccurate or misleading data through informal or formal hearings.  Under the provisions of FERPA, directory information is considered public information and, as such, may be made available to third parties unless you request to be excluded from such published information. The following information is considered “directory” information by Gwynedd-Mercy College:  Name, address, dates of attendance, full or part time status, class, major, fields of study degrees conferred (including dates).  Currently enrolled students may withhold disclosure of such information.  If you do not wish to have this information about you made public, you must notify the Office of the Registrar, in writing. (October 1 in the Fall semester and February 15 in the Spring) semester.)
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
