DEFINITION OF HYBRID COURSES 
A hybrid course is a course that blends the classroom experience of a traditional course with the schedule flexibility of an online course, 
allowing a student to enjoy the benefits of both. Students will attend class during the scheduled class times.  Students should 
understand that many assignments are due on non-meeting days throughout the term.   

Instructors will use GMC Portal (portal.gmc.edu) and Moodle (http://gmc.mrooms3.net) for class instruction, assignments, class 
discussions, etc. for the course as well as to track absences and grades. Students not familiar with GMC Portal are encouraged to seek 
assistance in the library (Building A in Room 215).

Access to a computer with Microsoft Word, PowerPoint, email and a reliable internet connection is a minimum requirement to 
participate in a hybrid course. Microsoft Office is available to GMC students free of charge at gmc.onthehub.com. 

SKILLS NEEDED TO PARTICIPATE IN A HYBRID COURSE 
These are several skills required to be successful in a hybrid course.  Students must be able to: 

1. Connect to the Web using a web browser. 
2. Navigate around the Web and know how to use search engines. 
3. Send and receive email using the GMC email system. 
4. Do basic word processing, including cutting and pasting. 
5. Open, save, and manage files. 
6. Access a computer several days per week including weekends. 
7. Self motivate to log in to the virtual classroom several days each week. 

Access the GMC hybrid classes daily and before each class for posted instructions.
